Screen Sharing Access
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Introduction

Screen Sharing is by default turned off on subscribed systems.  The user must turn screen sharing so then can work from home.

The user should also specify which accounts can access the system using Screen Sharing.
Turn on Remote Desktop Access
Open the Control Panel Window

Apple Menu → System Preferences
Select Sharing
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Check “Screen Sharing”

Select “Only these users”

Click “+” to choose users
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Note the hostname (example is circled in green in the above screenshot)

Add user(s)
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Select the user or groups you wish to give access via Screen Sharing.

Note: If you choose Administrators all members with Administrator access to the system will have access.
Connect to a Remote System via Screen Sharing
Open the Screen Sharing Application

/System/Library/CoreServices/Screen Sharing
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Enter the IP address/hostname system you want to connect to.

You can use the hostname noted when setting up Screen Sharing (example circled in green on  2nd screenshot)
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
